KYTHERIAN BROTHERHOOD OF AUSTRALIA.

PORPHERY BALL 1966

About the years of 1700 B.C. the Island of KYTHERA was known as the
Island PORPHERIS or PORPHEROUSA, because of the abundance of porphery
shells near its coastline, a precious commodity, known then as the “Purple Trade”.

This consisted of fishing the shells from the sea, exposing them to the hot
sun, by which method a yellowish substance was emitted, turning porphery red
by the infiuence of the sun’s rays, and boiled then for ten days to perfect its
dyeing qualities.

This was traded throughout the markets of the then known world for the
dyeing of ceremonial robes of Emperors, Kings and the Nobles; it was used also
in the writing of precious books and by the Byzantium Emperors for signing
State Documents.

This dye ARISTOTLE calls “FLOWER” and LUCIAN calls “BLOOD”.

The prototype of the GREEK Goddess of Love and Beauty, APHRODITE,
was clearly connected with the sea.

Thus in the Hisiodic account of her Birth, she is represented as having
sprung from the sea-foam (G. Aphros) and on a giant PORPHERY Shell, landing
on the Island of PORPHERY (KYTHERA), which became the seat for her
worship as a deity of Olympus.

On this historically accepted myth, we based the idea to name this annual
charity event, The Porphery Ball, 1966.

The following information about the new school we are building at
LAKEMBA.

The building and land will cost in the vicinity of $240,000, of which the
Government is giving $141,480, leaving the parents to find the balance of
$108,520.

There will be 10 classrooms, 4 manual art rooms, a self-contained flat
consisting of a lounge room, dining room, kitchen, bathroom and laundry for

the teaching of domestic science, as well as administrative offices.

A heated swimming pool, the gift of the Bankstown Lions Club, will be

in the grounds.

At present we cannot complete the project by building the hall, but hope
to have enough in hand by the end of next year to commence building this very

essential part of our school.
We hope to open the new school in January next year.

CAFE CAPUCCINO

Use either brewed or instant coffee, combine steaming coffee with
equal quantity of steaming milk, pour into tall cups, top with cinna-
mon or nutmeg.

CAFE ROYAL

Use brewed or instant coffee. Rest a small spoon or brandy spoon
on top of the cup. Place a sugar lump in the spoon and fill with
brandy.

Serve with sugar and flaky Dutch
pastry. Serve a.m. or p.m.

IRISH COFFEE

Place two teaspoons of sugar in coffee cup. Fill two t}urds with
strong black brewed or instant coffee. Stir. Add Irish Whisky to
taste and top with lightly whipped cream.
