Aphrodite, the Greek Goddess of Love, Beauty and Fruitfulness, According to Homer,
she was the daughter of Zeus and Dione. Hesiod’s accbunt of her birth says that she
rose from the foam (Aphros) of the sea inte which the blood of Uranus fell when
Cronus wounded him. Hephaestus was her husband, Ares was her lover by whom she
became the mother of Kros and Harmonia, the wife of Cadmus, She also loved
Adonis and Anchises, father of Aeneas. The rose, the myrtle, the apple, the dove and
the sparrow were sacred to her. In the Homeric hymn to Aphrodite she is described
as ruling over all living things, even the gods themselves being subject to her
influence. Aphrodite Urania (Heavens), Goddess of the Heavens, Her chief place of
worship in Ureece was the Island of Kythera. That is why the lsland of Kythera is
anciently sacred to Aphrodite who was also called Kythena,
