The Autistic Child

Autistic children live in a world apart. They are unable to
establish effective human relationships with other people and are
very withdrawn: no one knows why.

They have many serious problems, but the principal one is their
inability to use language in a meaningful way. They are generally
beautiful looking children whom no one would suspect as being
handicapped.

They can be helped, but they do need special education. Some,
if they are recognised early enough, can become happy, useful
citizens in our community, contributing to our daily life.

The plan shows the proposed school for autistic children. It
is estimated that the school will cost in the vicinity of $60,000,
approximately ome-quarter of which has already been raised by
The Autistic Children’s Association of N.S.W., and it is expected
that the Government will assist in the form of capital subsidies.

The Autistic Children’s Association of N.S.W. is already
maintaining a school for seven autistic children in leased premises
at Belrose, but there is a long waiting list, and we cannot hope to
help these other autistic children unless we build our own school
buildings.

We are most grateful for the interest and help of the Kytherian
Brotherhood, and we propose to make due acknowledgement of
this in the new school when it is finally built.
